Dear Members,

Another month has come and gone, the days are much shorter, and the temperatures are dropping. I am positive that I am
not the only one that will be happy to see the summer of 2018 behind us. It has been one of the toughest summers I can re-
member on a golf course. With all the extreme weather, record highs, record rainfall and the lack of a Spring. This year has
been very tough on many golf course superintendents nationwide. With the fall weather rolling in, the Bermuda grass is
growing much slower and the bentgrass is becoming much happier. With our main focus still on our greens and re-
establishing them we will also begin to focus on other aspects of the golf course.

We will begin the tree trimming process on the golf course, with the process our main goal is to remove all the low hanging
branches off the golf course. The result for this process is that our rough mower will be able to mow tighter around trees.
However, with it will also open a lot of area for golfers to make full swings under the trees and allow for more open shots as
well. We will also work on removing the dead trees on the course. We have numerous pine trees that have died along with 2-
3 trees that have been struck by lightning. We will also be focusing on filling in the potholes on the fairways, along with many
of the sink holes that are caused from our aging drainage system. Along with that we will begin to work on fixing the en-
trance/exits on the bunkers to eliminate another eye sore.

Our Bluemuda project is coming along very nicely, I have been able to find new seedlings popping in most of the fairways.
The bluegrass will really become noticeable once the Bermuda grass begins to go dormant. With the bluegrass being in the
ground we will be mowing fairways and tees later into the year than what we normally would. Just remember with the blue-
grass that we will see roughly 30-40 percent of it grow in this fall and will not see the rest of it until eatly next summer. If you
have any further questions, please feel free to reach out.
