Dear Members,

It would appear as if we have made it through the worst part of the
summer with mild weather. The course is coming together nicely for
you all to take advantage of some beautiful golfing weather this fall. |
have a couple of updates on the greens, just the other day | went out
and treated them to help control the Goose and Crabgrass that is on
some of the greens. This is a slow process and will take a couple of
applications to complete, however in the next couple of days you will
begin seeing some of the Bermuda that has grown into the greens
begin to turn white. This is not killing the Bermuda however it is ding-
ing it up just a little bit and it will bounce back just fine. You will also
see the goose grass begin to turn white and that is a good thing, once .
the plant begins turning white we will know that it is on its way out. ‘
The plants will still be in the ground but they will no longer be reproducing or growing, with aerification upon
us we will take full advantage of that time to help remove most of the plants so they do not affect ball roll. We
will be aerifying the greens on September 11" and 12"

Aerification is a very important process on every golf course and it many golfers have a love/hate relationship
with it. Of course, we all dislike it because of the disruption of the putting surface for the 7-14 days after. The
greens will be rolling slower and will also be a little on the bumpy side however there are a couple other proc-
esses that will assist in the time of recovery. We will continue to top-dress after aerification to fill the voids in
the greens with sand. We will also verti-cut the greens, verti-cutting has many benefits but when used cor-
rectly after aerification it helps pinch the holes shut which also speeds up recovery time. We appreciate your
patience while we aerify and for allowing us to complete this process. It will not only benefit our staff with bet-
ter greens it will also provide firmer, faster greens for the golfers.

On one last note, | would like to remind everyone to completely rake yourself out of the bunker. | have been
seeing this more and more as the season goes on. Footprints in bunkers are a big playability issue, by not
raking yourself completely out of the bunker you are creating depressions in the sand allowing for someone
behind you to have a unfair lie in the bunker. This is not only a playability issue, by raking yourself completely
out of the bunker you are assisting the turf crew and myself. The better care we all take of the bunkers allows
us more time to make other improvements on the golf course. Many courses that track labor have proved that
bunkers rank second among labor costs on the golf course. It is hard to believe that hazards take up this
much time but they do and with your help we can eliminate some of the time and money spent in bunkers.
